As We Gather

The theme of Lent is repentance. Today, we are given a prophet’s story of warning against a people who
refused His mercy. But it is not the only story. The Lord still invites us to find a refuge in the wings of His
mercy and, to all who will receive Him and believe on His name, there is no limit to His grace. The Lord is
determined to go to the cross for us and to bestow upon us all the treasures of His grace, but the path that
leads to Christ is the way of repentance and faith. We pray that the Holy Spirit will work in our hearts so that
we may not refuse the Lord’s invitation and may rejoice in the wings of His mercy forevermore.

Old Testament Reading Jeremiah 26:8-15

prophesied in the name of the LORD, saying, ‘This house shall be like Shiloh, and this city shall be desolate,
without inhabitant’?” And all the people gathered around Jeremiah in the house of the LORD.



OWhen the officials of Judah heard these things, they came up from the king’s house to the house of the
LorD and took their seat in the entry of the New Gate of the house of the Lorb. *Then the priests and the
prophets said to the officials and to all the people, “This man deserves the sentence of death, because he has
prophesied against this city, as you have heard with your own ears.”
