As We Gather 

To come into the presence of our holy God, we must also be holy. We know there is a problem with that: we 

most certainly are not holy. All of us daily fall short of God’s expectations for our lives and fail to keep His 

commands. Instead of being in His presence, we deserve to be banished from His holy face. And yet, in His 

holy love, our God provides the means by which sinners, like us, can stand in the presence of a perfect God, 

like Him. That means is the forgiveness of sins that comes through the perfect sacrifice offered before the 

Father. Fulfilling all the promises of the Old Testament, and by the system of sacrifice that previewed His 

work upon the cross, God’s holy Son, Jesus Christ, “delivered us from the domain of darkness and transferred 

us” to God’s kingdom (Colossians 1:13). In this Kingdom, this gathering of God’s people, our holy God calls 

us to holy lives of love and worship that we offer up in His holy house today.

 13“You shall not oppress your neighbor or rob him. The wages of a hired servant shall not remain with you 

all night until the morning. 14You shall not curse the deaf or put a stumbling block before the blind, but you 

shall fear your God: I am the LORD. 

 15“You shall do no injustice in court. You shall not be partial to the poor or defer to the great, but in 

righteousness shall you judge your neighbor. 16You shall not go around as a slanderer among your people, 

and you shall not stand up against the life of your neighbor: I am the LORD. 

 17“You shall not hate your brother in your heart, but you shall reason frankly with your neighbor, lest you 

incur sin because of him. 18You shall not take vengeance or bear a grudge against the sons of your own 

people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself: I am the LORD.”

 3We always thank God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, when we pray for you, 4since we heard of 

your faith in Christ Jesus and of the love that you have for all the saints, 5because of the hope laid up for you 

in heaven.

11May 

you be strengthened with all power, according to his glorious might, for all endurance and patience with joy, 
12giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified you to share in the inheritance of the saints in light. 13He has 

delivered us from the domain of darkness and transferred us to the kingdom of his beloved Son, 14in whom 

we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.

Then he set him on his 

own animal and brought him to an inn and took care of him. 35And the next day he took out two denarii and 

gave them to the innkeeper, saying, ‘Take care of him, and whatever more you spend, I will repay you when 

I come back.’ 36Which of these three, do you think, proved to be a neighbor to the man who fell among the 

robbers?” 37He said, “The one who showed him mercy.” And Jesus said to him, “You go, and do likewise.”
