In the Epistle for the day, St. Paul speaks his famous words about love, a love that suffers long and is kind,
that does not seek its own; bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. This Love
is personified in the Gospel, which gives us the first Passion prediction that takes place on a Sunday. The long-
suffering love of God will bring the Son of Man to Jerusalem, where He will be mocked and insulted and spit
upon, and finally be killed and rise again on the third day. Our eyes are now firmly fixed on Jerusalem, and
we are ready to follow after our Lord and His apostles as we begin in earnest the great journey to the Paschal
feast.
