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As We Gather

Jesus is blunt about the cost of discipleship. He does not sugarcoat the life He calls us to in the baptismal
waters but neither does He diminish His promises, gifts, and blessings that accompany this life of faith. Today
He calls us to count the cost, knowing that the way of the Christian is constantly tested and tried by our affection
for the things of this life, our vulnerability to the enemies of the faith, and the weakness of our own sinful flesh.

Part of that cost is not just in what you desire but also in what you are willing to surrender for the sake of Christ
and His kingdom.
