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The Lord heard the cries of the Israelites and provided deliverance from the Egyptians by crossing the Red
Sea. But not very much later, they grumbled that the Lord was not providing for them. Like the Israelites, we,
too, have been provided with divine deliverance. Our enemies are sin, death, and the power of the devil, all of
which have been defeated in Christ. And yet we, too, grumble. Today we hear the good news of how God

sustains us on our journey, feeding us with the bread of life and the promise of eternal life in heaven.
