The wearing of camouflage-patterned clothing is not limited to military personnel and hunters these days. It can be
seen in many forms on the clothing of people of all ages in a variety of settings. The English word camouflage is a
direct borrowing from the French word meaning, “to veil, disguise,” which, in turn, is derived from the two Italian
words meaning “head” and “to muffle.” Seeing things that are camouflaged or hidden may take special effort,
especially when it is creatures in nature that are using camouflage to blend in with their settings. In our worship,
we are most blessed in seeing our Lord present in the Sacrament, hidden under the forms of bread and wine. The
hiddenness of Jesus was experienced by two disciples on the road to Emmaus. Ultimately, their eyes were opened
and they beheld the risen Savior. Today in our worship, we seek to see Him as He chooses to be known to us.
